hysicians at Jennersville Regional Hospital 
(JRH) now have access to advanced computed 
tomography (CT) equipment. The hospital’s 
new GE LightSpeed® VCT 64-slice CT scanner 

can capture images of an organ in just one second 
and perform whole body scans in 10 seconds— 
more than twice as fast as conventional multislice  
CT scanners.

Speed matters
Physicians use CT images to help diagnose diseases, 
injuries and life-threatening illnesses, including 
stroke. “Fast scans can help reduce patient stress  
and anxiety,” says Jerry Patt, M.D., M.B.A., medical 
director of JRH’s department of radiology.
